The municipality of East Stari Grad is located in the Sarajevo-Romanija region and it is one of the 6 municipalities within the City of East Sarajevo. It spreads over 105 km² on mostly hilly and mountainous land. The municipality could be classified as a  predominantly rural area. One of the most important advantages is the fact that it is located near the capital city. The municipality consists of 4 local communities: MZ Hresa, MZ Vucja Luka, MZ Bulozi and MZ Trebevic. 
Characteristics of rural areas in Bosnia and Herzegovina are usually negative, such as underdevelopment, unemployment, depopulation, poor infrastructure, bad socio-economic conditions, but we would like to prove that prefix rural does not have to mean underdeveloped.
For a long time, there has been a strong commitment of the municipal leaders to lead development processes based on strengthening our four crucial sectors:

1) Tourism - emphasis on Trebevic and Sports and Recreation Center Brus. The entire area of the municipality of East Stari Grad has obvious potentials for the development of various forms of tourism. However, only ten years ago, tourism was an almost non-existent category in the area of this municipality. The municipal leaders, in a specific cooperation with the private sector, has undertaken activities to revive tourism in the area of Trebevic Mountain. There is a clear commitment to put Trebevic into a function of tourism development. This way it would become one of the top BiH brands and one of the most important components of the development of this BiH region. The entire project of Trebevic development is not exclusively limited to the development of our municipality. It has a wider importance. We strive for Trebevic to establish itself as a remarkable brand and one of the most desirable destinations in Bosnia and Herzegovina.
2) Wood industry (most important entities: D.O.O. "Oberon", D.O.O. "Topalović Mićo and Risto", D.O.O. ''Tadić - Carpentry'').

3) Mineral raw materials industry (most important entities: D.O.O. "Plakalović-Promet" and "Teko Mining Lapišnica" d.o.o. East Sarajevo).

4) Agriculture - with special emphasis on livestock and greenhouse vegetable production. It is also important to point out that the Public company  "MILJACKA ISG" was founded last year. It would manage the market in the area of Trebevic Mountain (Brus) with the basic goal of connecting agriculture and tourism because the essence of the links between these two sectors is the possibility to sell locally grown food through channels offered by the tourism sector.

The municipality is ready to facilitate the processes of establishing the links between local businesses and investors in the four identified sectors.
It is important to highlight the activities of establishment of the Bulozi Business Zone. The water supply system was recently completed and the negotiations  with several companies that would operate in this area are under way. Businesses from different domains can find their place within this zone. What makes the Bulozi Business Zone especially attractive is the main road that passes through the area of the business zone.
Since tourism is one of the most important sectors, a special emphasis is placed on the further development of tourism in the area of ​​Trebevic (Brus). You can enjoy a lot of tourist facilities, but our goal is to make the most of the potentials of this area. There are various investment opportunities (primarily in the hotel sector). A balloon for panoramic sightseeing will be available to tourists (very soon), and a technology park will be located in this area. It is evident that in the near future Trebević will be an area of ​​dynamic development. However, other areas of the municipality of East Stari Grad offer many opportunities for tourism development as well. It is planned to set up a Zip Line in Hresa, and to develop rural tourism in Crepoljsko (MZ Vucja Luka). It is important to point out that there is also a golf club in Vucja Luka, and the Feasibility Study for the construction of the Sarajevo - Pale bicycle path is being prepared. The Study is funded by The German Society for International Cooperation (GIZ) and this tourism project is an inter-municipal but also an inter-entity project as it includes municipalities from both entities.
